Unfinished Business:

IRS filing was discussed.  Leonard will file the required e-postcard and will work with Matthews for the dollar amount.

Leonard requested that the AFF obtain a post office box.  Matthews so moved.  Approved.

The need for liability insurance was discussed.  Leonard will try and locate a pro bono attorney and best insurance per event.

Tim Preator was appointed the Freedom Anglers Outdoor Program representative for AFF as moved by Beatty and approved by the board.  Preator explained his plans:
· Preator will obtain rules from the Forest Lee Wood tournament and use; this will include no alcohol consumption

· He will contact Landers and request the donation of a truck to pull the boat; if successful it will be wrapped like the boat

· Liz Massey, TV journalist at Channel 11, is a fishing enthusiast and will be contacted; also Clear Channel Radio for publicity
Also discussed was the Veterans benefit at the Woodlands in Hot Springs Village set up by Jeff Meek.  AFF will receive the profit from the production.  Leonard will ask Don & Terry Kennedy and Mark & Crystal Blue to attend and have a table to pass out brochures and answer questions.
